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About the Global Education Campaign: The Global Education Campaign opens and operates primary schools for children and vocational training centers for previously uneducated young adults, primarily in northwestern Pakistan. The organization also employs local individuals as teachers and in other staff positions.

The Global Education Campaign operates on the principles that education is crucial to stopping child exploitation and that education brings prosperity, which in turn, brings peace. Educated children have economic opportunities and the ability to question propaganda that tells them to hate.

History: In 1994, Pakistani-American physician Munir Ahmad founded the Dosti Welfare Organization in Peshawar, Pakistan. The name “Dosti” comes from a Persian word meaning friendship. In 2003, Dr. Ahmad started the Dosti Foundation, later to be known as the Global Education Campaign, in Toledo, Ohio, to financially support D.W.O. and other education endeavors in poor countries. 
Events: The Global Education Campaign sponsors lectures centering on building peace through education. The organization is also committed to strengthening the relationships between the Indian and Pakistani communities and in fostering multicultural awareness in the Toledo area. To that end, we sponsor many events and parties tied to Muslim or Pakistani holidays, as well as monthly Hindi movie nights at the Maumee Indoor Theater in Maumee, Ohio. We retain “Dosti Foundation” as the name of the sponsoring organization for these social events.
